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LEARNING MEDIUMS FOR CHILDREN WITH
VISUAL IMPAIRMENT

Abstract

A learning medium is a tool that enables a student to acquire knowledge and
master skills. Education implies utilization of various educational technologies in or-
der to gain an adequate level of knowledge according to students’ academic and future
professional requirements. Visual learning mediums are mostly used in the education
of children with low vision, while blind children predominantly use tactile learning
mediums and literacy tools. According to the literacy mediums they use, children with
visual impairment can be classified as users of print, Braille, audio tools, or a combi-
nation of these mediums.

In order to determine the primary learning medium, it is necessary to collect
the information on the factors affecting the acquisition of knowledge. This informa-
tion includes: general abilities; level of visual/tactile functioning; visual impairment
prognosis; presence of additional disabilities; motivation for learning; academic and
non-academic requirements; environmental conditions; and interpersonal factors.
Learning medium assessment and selection of appropriate literacy tools for visually
impaired children are most often part of the assessment of functional vision.

The aim of this paper is to describe the importance of learning mediums and
their role in the education of children with visual impairment, especially in the do-
main of literacy.

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LEARNING MEDIUMS FOR CHILDREN WITH
VISUAL IMPAIRMENT

Summary

In the education of children with visual impairments there is insistence on the
maximum use of the possibilities offered by contemporary didactic mediums. Didactic
mediums and teaching aids allow and facilitate the acquisition of knowledge and of
learning and literacy skills for these students. Regardless of the degree of a child’s
visual impairment, today there is insistence on the maximum use of preserved visual
abilities in the process of learning. For that purpose, over the last decade protocols for
assessing the efficiency of use of the senses (visual and tactile) have been developed.
Those protocols allow the educational team to create individual educational plans,
making objective decisions on the selection of appropriate learning mediums for chil-
dren with visual impairments. There are several groups of children with visual im-
pairments for whom it is essential to determine the primary learning medium and a
specific teaching approach. Usually, those children are the ones with low vision, who
have the ability to use visual mediums, but who have received the prognosis of further
decrease of visual acuity. In addition, this group includes children who are unable to
reach satisfactory reading speed and multiple disabled visually impaired children.

In order to decide which mediums to use in the education of blind children
and children with low vision, particularly in the area of literacy, it is necessary to con-
duct a detailed assessment of readiness, capabilities, and the child’s future needs be-
fore they start school. A well-designed and well-conducted assessment can solve the
dilemmas regarding the choice of writing mediums, font size, and type of educational
material which the child will use in the initial reading and writing instruction.
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Learning aids or learning mediums can be divided into visual, auditory, audio-
visual, and multi-mediums. According to the mediums through which children with
visual impairment learn to read and write, they can be classified into the following
categories: print users, Braille users, dual medium learners, and audio users. However,
sometimes there is a need to combine several learning mediums for students with vis-
ual impairment in order for them to achieve maximum success in school.

The objective indicator of the quality of learning in the primary selected
learning medium is the efficiency of reading and writing. Reading and writing are the
basic academic skills that are developed during education, but also through other in-
formal contents. The importance of reading and writing is reflected in the fact that
they are one of the main prerequisites for learning and self-education. Children with
visual impairment often do not reach the reading speed of children without impair-
ments. They may have problems with reading comprehension and also display a num-
ber of errors while writing. One of the reasons for that is inadequate selection of
learning mediums or failure of monitoring for the selected mediums.

The goal of this paper is to describe learning mediums and their role in the
education of children with visual impairments, especially in the domain of literacy.
