POLITICAL PARTIES AT EUROPEAN UNION LEVEL —
TREATYS FRAMEWORK

Abstract

The paper discusses the treaty status of political parties at the EU level, from the
Maastricht treaty, when the political parties became, for the first time, a treaty category,
all the way to the last, the Treaty of Lisbon. In addition to the analysis of the “party
article" and its subsequent genesis, special attention was paid to the struggle of
Europarties (transnational party federations) for independence from the political groups
in the European Parliament. In this sense, as one of the most important steps along the
way, particularly emphasizes the need for legal regulation of party funding at the
European level, because it is one of the most important preconditions for the realization
of their treaty roles - they contribute to forming a European awareness and to expressing
the political will of the citizens of the Union.

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Summary

It took more than four decades for Political parties on the European Union level to
reach the status of a Treaty category. The Maastricht Treaty mentions for the first time
the importance of the political parties and their role in the process of European
integration. The "Party Article" (article 138a) of the Maastricht Treaty states that
"Political parties at European level are important as a factor for integration within the
Union. They contribute to forming a European awareness and to expressing the political
will of the citizens of the Union". Although an important step in the "legitimation” of
political parties within the European Union, it is clear that this article remains only
declarative, without serious attempt to adequately regulate the status of one of the main
actors of European integration - political parties. Many questions remain unanswered:
from determining the character of European parties, to question of membership, to the
manner of their funding. This lack of content in the "Party Article" is the best illustration
of the conflicting approaches to the European integrations - federal and interstate.

Described situation forced the European parliament to continue endless fight for
regulation of both the status of political parties and its own. Numerous regulations which
were, accordingly, accepted by European parliament distinctively point out the necessity to
liberate the European level political parties from the influence of political groupings in the
European parliament, of which they are almost completely dependent. Although the
collaboration between the political groupings and European political parties in the
European parliament is a necessity, it must be ensured that the European parties take a
larger role in the election campaign (during the European parliament elections). Only in
this manner the European political parties can contribute to the emergence of true
European citizenship.

One of the key points that crucially determines the position of the European political
parties is their funding. Namely, European political parties were financially completely
dependent on the political groupings within the European parliament. The European Court
of Auditors took more than two decades to determine that this method of providing
financial assistance to the European political parties is opposed to the regulations of the
European Union. A significant step to the solution of the funding problem of the European
political parties is the enactment of "The regulations governing political parties at European
level and the rules regarding their funding”. These regulations meant that European
political parties became independent, at least financially, from political groupings in the
European parliament. However, it is clear that it is still a long and extremely uncertain road
to an all-encompassing and comprehensive regulation of the position and role of European
political parties.
